My major comment on the paper is that it is good; however the importance of "Hyperconnectivity" or the "Internet of Things" is not given adequate weight.  In essence, the (written) web's impact is at about 80% with 20% to come from (the written) web 2.0.  The Internet of Things will be the largest growth area in IT over the next 10 years (starting now) and will be close or greater (in economic terms) to the original magnitude of the world wide web on business and our lives and it will push convergence into new territory.

You do cover some applications under "Smart technologies for more efficient scarce resource usage" but it is inadequate given the impact that this will have.

I am not expecting a paper rewrite of this, but PLEASE- YOU MUST consider a future focus on this area for the competitive benefit of our economy.
